2. Presentation:(30% of Grade)

b. Body (how the religion answers the 5 Categories of Religion, & other 
presentation information), 


c. Conclusion (what can be said in general about the religion based on the information above.) 


d. Bibliography that shows that research was actually done- a minimum of 5 entries should be used!
3- 5 pages TYPED, including a mandatory Bibliography 4-6 pages properly formatted, including all information from the internet.   Bibliography Format:

a. Book: author (last, first), Title of work, Publisher, Location of Pub., Date of Pub., pages used.

b. Magazine: author (last, first), Title of article, Magazine name, Date of Pub., pages used.

c. Internet: Author (if known), Name of Page, Web Address, Date of visit (mandatory!!), what was taken from page.
