How to conjugate a verb (cont’d)

RULE: To conjugate a verb you must take off the ~ar, ~er, or the ~ir ending and add the appropriate ending.
Question:  What is the appropriate ending?

~ir verb endings:

~o

~imos

~es

~ís

~e

~en

Question:  What is the root of a word? – Answer: All the letters before the ending.

Examples:

Vivir – To live
Viv
is the root of Vivir

~ir is the ending.

Viv + ~o =  Vivo

which means

I am living. Or 
I live.

Viv + ~es = Vives 

which means

You are living.  Or You live. (informal)







He is living.  Or 
He lives.
Viv + ~e =  Vive

which means

She is living.  Or
 She lives.







You are living. Or
You live. (formal)

Viv + ~imos = Vivimos 
which means

We are living.  Or
We live.

Viv + ~ís = Vivís

which means

You all are living.  Or You all live. (informal)

Viv + ~en = Viven  
which means

They are living.  Or They live. 







You all are living. Or You all live. (formal)
